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Book Signing with Belly River Ranger, Dave Shea
The Montana House and the Glacier National Park Fund are pleased to co-host a talk and book signing with Dave Shea, long time Backcountry Ranger and Wildlife and Botanical Technician with Glacier National Park. This event will be at the Montana House on Sunday, June 20th from 2  to 4 p.m. and is open to the public.  
Dave will be talking about his experiences in the park and signing his book, Chief Mountain, Home of the Thunderbird. The book discusses Chief Mountain from the physical, historical and spiritual perspectives, with information regarding the geology, flora, fauna, and history of the Native Americans who have inhabited the area for generations. 
Dave spent 36 seasons in Glacier Park, eleven of which were spent at the Belly River Ranger Station with his wife Genevieve, at times literally living in the shadow of Chief Mountain. He also spent time at most other Ranger Stations throughout the Park. Dave also taught at the Glacier Institute in West Glacier for 24 years and at Southwestern Oregon Community College and Umpqua Community College part-time for 23 years. He retired from the U.S. Forest Service in Oregon as a Wildlife Biologist and Botanist. He has written other publications on animal tracks, and scientific publications and articles dealing with Glacier Park.
Hans and Toni Jungster established The Montana House Regional Craft Shop in 1960 in Apgar Village, just inside Glacier National Park. Their daughter, Monica and staff continue to carry on their mission: to celebrate and promote the creativity of Montana and Native American artists and craftsmen for our mutual benefit. The Montana House has been a long time avid supporter of Glacier Park and celebrates its own 50th anniversary on June 26, 2010.
