Many Glacier has many popular tourist spots like Grinnell Glacier, Swiftcurrent Pass, Iceberg Lake and Ptarmigan Tunnel. People always remember the imposing spectacle of Mt.Gould and Mt. Wilbur from the Many Glacier Hotel. This area is also known as one of the best places to see grizzly bears, moose, bighorn sheep and mountain goats in the park. When the road is closed between November and April due to winter conditions.  you need to walk or ski 7 miles to get there.  While most people will never have the chance to watch wildlife in those winter months, that is when Sumio Harada goes to Many Glacier.
